Aerospace and Defense Statistics
· Total Aerospace Sales: Despite a still challenging economy, aerospace industry sales reached a new record of $214.5 billion in 2010.  By sector, sales in 2010 were:
· Civil aircraft: $47.9 billion

· Military aircraft: $64.5 billion

· Missiles: $26.9 billion

· Space: $45.9 billion

· Related Products: $29.3 billion

· Economics: Conservatively, the U.S. aerospace industry directly and indirectly accounts for three to five percent of our country’s gross domestic product, and every aerospace dollar yields an additional $1.50 to $3 in further economic activity.
· Aerospace and Defense Industry Employment: The aerospace and defense industry employs more than 800,000 workers across the nation, supporting more than two million middle-class jobs and 30,000 suppliers in all 50 states. 

On its own, the aerospace industry employed 624,000 workers in 2010.  Over the long term, the decline in aerospace employment has not been nearly as severe as for the overall manufacturing sector.  Over the period 1998 through 2010, the aerospace industry shed 16 percent of its workforce, while manufacturing declined by 34 percent.

· Salary: Production workers average $33.66 an hour, a 4.4 percent increase from 2009, and entry-level engineers average more than $50,000 a year.
· Foreign Trade: The aerospace industry’s export strength underpins our national economy.  With exports of $77.5 billion in 2010, the industry’s positive trade balance of $51.2 billion is the largest trade surplus of any manufacturing sector.  Imports last year were $26.4 billion.
· Aerospace shipments, orders, and backlog: Orders reversed course and improved to $202 billion in 2010, a 24 percent increase.  The industry has a solid backlog of work to keep it busy while the economy continues to recover.  The uptick in orders nudged the aerospace backlog up to $426.8 billion in 2010.
